NORTH AND PROSPECT AVENUES / HEARTHWOOD FARMS STORMWATER DETENTION PONDS

Description This project consists of constructing stormwater detention ponds on the east side of Prospect Avenue between North Avenue and
Wilmington Drive to help minimize and alleviate flooding in the northeast area of the Village.
Phase 1 - Construction of Oneida / Prospect Pond
Phase 2 - Preliminary planning, engineering, grant application for expanding Oneida-Prospect pond to North Ave
Hearthwood Farms - Preliminary planning, engineering, grant application for pond near Wilmington Drive
Comments Phase 1 was completed in Fall of 2010. The Phase 2 and Hearthwood Farms portions will be completed as one project with
FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant funding. This project includes minor storm sewer reconstruction / grading at Crest and Taylor,
expansion of the floodwater storage area at North Avenue and Prospect Avenue owned by the Village of Streamwood, and
construction of a floodwater storage basin on the property immediately west of the Hearthwood Farms Subdivision.
Operating Budget This project should not have a significant impact on the operating budget.
